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Premium Regular — Dry lager.

Lighter body and less-sweet taste, with fewer calories than
most American lagers.

Brewed for characteristic light body and less sweet finish with
select hops, grains and barley malt.

Bud Dry’s beer style is a hybrid between an American lager
and an American light lager — the lack of sweetness and dry,
crisp finish is reminiscent of a light beer, but the alcohol
strength is similar to that of a full-bodied lager.
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
